«Tulskaya Garmon» carries on the traditions, originated by the outstanding Tula masters in the early 19 century, when the first hand harmonicas were only appearing in Russia.
The fate of the warrior city influenced its economic development. To defend, one needs good arms. Tula people always knew how to make arms.
Tula has been since a long time ago famous for its cultural traditions. Here many Russian writers lived and created their masterpieces. Among them are Leo Tolstoy, Vikentiy Veresaiev and Gleb Uspenskiy, national folk culture researcher Ivan Sakharov, painter Grigoriy Myasoiedov, inventor of chromatic accordion Nikolai Beloborodov, and many more.
The Tula Kremlin with its unique arms museum is a symbol of Tula history. Alongside there is a museum of Tula's peaceful produce — samovars. In the little but very cozy Tula spice-cake museum one can become acquainted with the history of cake production in Tula, see cake boards, cake samples and taste the freshly-baked delicious cakes. In the Art Museum together with an interesting collection of Russian and European art, there are unique exhibitions of Russian traditional crafts. The Kremlin Garden, one of the most beautiful in Russia called Belo'usovskiy park, theatres, a stadium with the oldest cycle track in Europe, monuments of architecture — all these add to the peculiarity of Tula.

In the 17th and at the beginning of the 18th centuries our town was a fortress. Its population consisted of streletzes, gunners, dragoons and representatives of other military professions.
At the end of the 19th century 5.200 inhabitants lived in our town. They were merchants, officials, clergy men and others.
Many Russian noblemen were closely linked with our land. I can list such surnames as Volkonsky, Urusov, Naryshkin, Venevitinov and others. 
The Venevitinovs left Venyov for Voronezh. Dmitry Venevitinov was a poet who extolled the beauty of our landscapes in his poems.
Some famous men from our district took part in the uprising in December 25, 1825. I can name Ivan Borisovich Avramov, Nikolai Vasilievich Basargin, Mikhail Mikhailovich Naryshkin, Alexey Nickolaevich Vyazemsky, Prince Yevgeni Petrovich Obolensky and others.
In the village of Staroye Glazovo Vasily Bazhenov, an outstanding architect had lived for some time. He was buried there.
Alexander Pushkin, the son of Alexander Sergeyevich Pushkin lived in his country estate in our district. His son Nikolai lived and worked in our district too.
It is known that two writers lived and worked in our native land. Sergei Ozerov wrote his Hunting Stories. Nickolai Uspensky Described our town and its inhabitants in his works.
Alexei Kivshenko a battle-painter was born in our district.
Vsevolod Rudnev was born in the village of Yatskovo in 1855. He was the captain of the legendary cruiser “ Varyag”.
Boris Nikolayevich Abramov wae one of Nikolai Rerikh’s disciples. That’s why many people of our town are interested in Rerikh’s philosophy and painting.
Ivan Alexeyevich Likhachov a founder of our automobile industry was born here. 
More than 25 thousand inhabitants of our district took part in the Great Patriotic War. 25 Heroes of the Soviet Union were brought up in our land, among them V. Chuykov, N. Pozharsky, S. Ivanchinkov, I. Dorokhin, P. Bashkin and others.
